A talk by Brian Maidment
Brian Maidment is Research Professor in the History of Print Culture at Salford University.   He is also an Associate Professor of the Ruskin Programme at Lancaster University and a visiting Professor at the Lewis Walpole Library, Yale University.   He has published widely on nineteenth century print culture, especially on periodicals, writing by working men and women and on illustration.   Ruskin has long been a central interest and after publishing a number of essays on Ruskin’s late work and influence twenty years ago, he has returned to work on Ruskin again, co-directing an AHRC project between 2005-2007 with Keith Hanley and John Walton as well as co-editing a book of essays on Persistent Ruskin that developed from the project and which will be published by Ashgate in the near future.
